3. The market manager will collect any fees for single-day vendors prior to the start of the market.

Market Rules: 

I. Sales Terms

1. All vendors selling taxable items must obtain a state sales tax license and display the license in a visible location within their booth area. 

2. Only certified organic growers are permitted to refer to or advertise their produce as being organic.
3. Only foods prepared or processed by the vender will be allowed for sale. (The market manager must approve all foods/beverages proposed for sale.) All processed foods should comply with the requirements set forth by federal, state and local laws, regulations and rules.  
4. All goods that are intended to be sold at the market must be listed on the submitted market application.  If a vendor wants to sell additional products not listed on their market application then they must contact the market manager to let him know ahead of selling the product at market.  The Market Manager has the authority to approve or deny products to be sold that were not initially listed on their vendor application
5. Any non-farmer/vender is only allowed to sell products purchased directly from farmers or growers cooperatives; signage at the market must indicate the sources of foods; vender must provide proof of purchase to the market manager.
II. Signs & Prices

6. Vendors must display a sign naming their farm or operation. 

7. Prices for all items for sale shall be posted clearly on a sign. No item shall be sold unless the price of the item is clearly displayed.

8. Collusion among Vendors to raise or lower prices or to exert pressure or persuasion to cause any Vendor to increase or decrease selling prices is prohibited.

III. Daily Operation

9. All vendors must show respect for the Market Manager and abide by his/her direction.  Showing disrespect for the Market Manager may result in revocation of the vendors’ permit. 

10. If a Vendor cannot attend the market, the Market Manager must be notified at least 24 hours in advance.

11. Selling at the market shall begin promptly at 10AM, and no selling may take place before this time.

12. Vendors shall arrive no earlier than 9 AM to set up displays.

13. Vendors must agree to sell for the entire market day.

14. Vendors must vacate the selling area no later than 3PM and all clean-up must be completed.

15. No vendors are allowed to park any portion of their truck or other vehicle used to bring their goods for sale to the market on the sidewalk bordering the church.

16. No Vendor shall engage in solicitation, collection drives, political or religious activities in the market. No loud hawking of items is allowed.

17. Vendors must keep the vicinity in and around their selling area clean at all times and remove all refuse and unsold items at the end of each Market day.  The market location, Church of the Holy Spirit, shall have no litter or any other debris left after the market closes.
18. Vendors must provide an approved trash receptacle when selling ready-to-eat items.

19. Vendors must be courteous to other Vendors and to the public at all times. Vendors and their agents, employees and representatives must maintain a neat and clean personal appearance at all times.

20. No Vendor shall smoke tobacco, drink alcohol and/or posses or use any controlled substance while at the Market.

21. In the event of a dispute regarding any aspect of the Market, the Market Manager shall make a decision. Any failure to abide by the Market Manager’s decision may be sufficient grounds for excluding the Vendor from the Market.

22. Vendors are urged to carry insurance to cover the extent of their operations and liabilities.
23. Prepared food vendors must include a proof of current product liability insurance with this application.  (a copy of the insurance cover sheet with the policy number and time period of coverage will suffice).

24. Venders may have no more than 4 chairs in their vending area. Chairs must be located behind the produce.  Chairs must be of a folding type.
Please list all additional booth attendants that may be left in charge of your booth if you are not able to attend your booth.  Persons other than the main applicant must understand and agree to all market guidelines and all rules listed in this agreement.
